Can’t make mortgage payments? Foreclosure Help is Here.  Dial 211

The State of Pennsylvania got an award of $105 million in funds from the Department of Housing and Urban Development to provide aid to homeowners who need help with mortgages.  The program runs from April to September of 2011, and it has committed only $27 million of the funds.  To be eligible, homeowners have to be at least three months delinquent on mortgage payments, and have suffered income dips of 15% or more due to job loss, a reduction of hours, or illness.

The mortgage aid comes in the form of a bridge loan that covers the amount in arrears, plus 24 monthly mortgage payments, up to a maximum of $50,000.  If the homeowner stays in the home for five years, the bridge loan disappears.

Citizens can dial 211 to get more information about the “Emergency Homeowners Loan Program” and apply.  The 211 help line is being rolled out by the United Way for anyone in the Southwestern PA region who is having problems with utilities, healthcare, or job searching.  Just dial 211 and someone will connect you to the right person.
