PROPERTY MAINTENANCE
CHECK LIST

Property Owners. please check to insure that your property complies with the following
requirements for an occupancy permit before scheduling an inspection. This list will
assist you in recognizing most areas that will be required to be maintained before a

certificate of occupancy will be issued. ‘
It is unlawful to occupy a structure without a valid certificate of occupancy.

PM 302 EXTERIOR PROPERTY AREAS

___Yard Sanitation: Check and insure that all yard areas are clean

_____Sidewalks and Driveways: Must be in good condition. No hazards.

__ Weeds and Grass: None higher than 8” maximum.

____Rat harborage: No open holes allowing rodents to enter structure.

____ House Number: Must be 4 inches high, minimum half inch wide and
located near front door and visible from street for emergencies.

__Accessory Structure: No unsafe condition as determined by inspector

_____Motor Vehicles: No unlicensed vehicles or major repairs permitted.

PM 303 SWIMMING POOLS, SPAS, AND HOT TUBS.
Must be surrounded by 48 inch fence with gates and self latching
hardware.

No obvious electrical/safety hazards as determined by inspector.

PM 304 EXTERIOR STRUCTURE

__ General Exterior of Structure: Check power lines & safety issues.

____ Painting: Check and insure most surfaces are maintained. _

_ Structural Members: No deteriorated or shifting structural members.

_____ Foundation Walls: No obvious structural problems

___ Exterior Walls: No unmaintain exterior cover or holes.

_____Roofs and Drainage: No roof leaks or malfunctioning gutters/dwnspt

_____Overhang Extensions: If applicable must be maintained.

___ Chimneys and Towers: No unsafe conditions and maintained.

_____Handrails and Guards, Handrails Not less than 30" Nor more than
42” high. Must be on stairs with more than 4 risers. Guards, must be
installed within 30” or more from ground and not less than 30”.

____ Windows: No broken windows, hardware intact, and windows
function as designed.

___Exterior Doors: Working, Easy Open and Close, with locks.

____ Basement Hatches: Maintained, working, and weather resistant.
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PM 305 INTERIOR STRUCTURE
_ General Interior Structure: Generally good condition with no holes
in walls or ceilings.
__Structural Members: No obvious structural problems.
__Interior Surfaces: Generally maintained in clean sanitary condition.
____ Basement: No standing water present.

PM 306 HANDRAILS AND GUARDRAILS

Stairs and Railings: Maintained with railings present and in good
condition where required or determined.

PM 307 RUBBISH AND GARBAGE
_____Accumulation of Garbage: No accumulation of garbage or rubbish
present on the interior or exterior and not in approved containers.
_____Rubbish and Garbage Storage Facilities: Owner must provide
garbage disposal containers for property with contained lids.

PM 402 LIGHT and Other Sections

____ Proper lighting throughout the structure. Each habitable room shall
. have at least one window of approved size equally eight percent of
the floor space. Other factors may apply.
____Each space of the occupable area shall be supplied with electrical
lighting and a switch all of which must be in a functioning condition
for the purpose safe occupancy within space.

PM 403 VENTILATION

___“Habitable Spaces: Each space shall have at least one openable’
window. _

_____Mechanical Equipment: All appliances including dryers, furnaces,
hot water tanks, fuel burning appliances. and other regulated
equipment shall be properly vented according to the manufacturers
instructions.

~__ Bathrooms: Must have ventilation either through window or
mechanical means to the exterior.

All clothes dryers must be vented to the exterior with approved
materials.
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PM 405 OCCUPANCY LIMITATIONS

__ Minimum Ceiling Height: No less than 7 feet for habitable/use areas.
__ Over Crowding: Not Permitted. See Building Inspector.

__ Minimum Room Sizes for Sleeping: Each room shall be a minimum
of seven feet in any plan direction. A single person shall have 70
square feet of space in each bedroom. Two or more individuals shall
have 50 square feet for each individual.
_ Other Limitations: As determined by the Building Code Official.

PM 501.502 REQUIRED FACILITIES
Dwelling Units: Must have bathtub, sink, and toilet minimum.

Kitchen: Must have food preparation area, sink with utilities, and
food storage areas.

PM 503 TOILET ROOMS

Privacy and Location. Must have doors and be properly located.
Principal room must not be undersized.

PM 504 PLUMBING FIXTURES

___ General Condition of Plumbing Lines & Fixtures: Plumbing supply
lines and fixtures must be in general good condition and functioning,
_ Clearnaces for Fixtures. Must be sufficient for exit of building,
general occupant flow, and not blocking any exit.
__ All fixtues must be connected to approved public/private sewer.

PM 505 WATER SYSTEM
____ General Conditions: All required fixtures must have water supply
connection.
___ Hot and Cold water must be available at all fixtures on the interior
unless otherwise approved by the building code official.

Water Heater, not less than 110 F. and functioning at time of
inspection.

PM 506 & 507 SANITARY AND STORM DRAINAGE
___ General Condition of Sanitary Drainage: All fixtures properly
connected, no leaks, and of approved materials.
__ General Condition of Storm Drainage: All components properly
maintained and connected of approved materials.

PM 602 HEATING FACILITIES

Residential Buildings: Heating facilities shall be capable of
maintaining a minimum heat shall be 65 F.
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PM 603 MECHANICAL EQUIPMENT
Mechanical Equipment: Check for proper clearances and venting.

All fuel burning equipment and appliances shall be connected to an
approved chimney or vent unless labeled for unvented operation.

PM 604 & 605 ELECTRICAL FACILITIES AND EQUIPMENT

___ Service Minimum, 60 Amp with no code violations for equipment
present in the structure.

___ General Hazards, check for over fused circuits and frayed wires.

__No open junction boxes without covers.

__No electrical connections not located in electrical boxes.

___ Receptacles, check for covers and proper wiring.

_____No loose hanging wires.

__No lampcord wiring from lights, ﬁxtures or otherwise secured to
walls etc in a permanent manner.

o Main service panel must be accessable and not blocked i in any
manner.

___No missing light fixtures or shades.

__ Minimum of two wall receptacles per room or as required by code.

~ No wiring or light switches in or near bathtub or shower areas.

____ Ground Fault Circuit Interruptors: Check and insure GFCI are
installed on electrical outlets within six feet of sinks, laundry tubs,
exterior outlets, and in bathrooms.

__ Check and insure that electrical service panel has an inspection
sticker from an approved inspection agency.

PM 702 MEANS OF EGRESS (if required)
_ General: As determined by code official at time of inspection.
_ Number of Exits: As determined by code official at time of

inspection.

__ Exit Signs and Emergency Lighting: Properly installed and working.
____Coridoor Enclosure: Doors shall remain closed and be self-closing.
__ Fire Penetrations: Should be sealed off.
____Information Signs: Emergency exit and floor plans shall be clear.
____Doors: Should not be locked, but left closed.
_ Bedrooms: At least one openable window with sufficient egress.

Fire Escapes: If required as determined by code official and
maintained.

PM 703 FIRERESISTANCE RATINGS

_ Fire Separation Assembly, make sure it is maintained.
____Maintenance, all doors and hardware should be working properly.
_ Garage Walls & Ceilings: Maintained with approved materials
_ Garage Doors: Must have a 1 hour fire resistance rating.
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PM 704 FIRE PROTECTION SYSTEMS (Where applicable)

____ Smoke Detectors, should be working properly with good batteries.
(New construction or after renovations shall be interconnected
smoke detectors and hardwired). Smoke detectors shall be located in
each bedroom, in hallway outside each bedroom, and on each level
minimum.

_ Sprinklers and Standpipes: See building code official.

___ Fire Extinguishers: Where required by building code. See building
official.

____ Fire Alarms General: Check entire system for compliance and make
sure it is properly working.

__ Excessive Storage: No excessive storage shall be permitted that
reduces occupants ability to exit building, blocks exits routes, or
contributes to potential fire and safety hazards.

Notice: The building inspector and or code enforcement official shall have final
authority to determine compliance with the code as determined by Section 104 and
other sections for compliance with the Borough of East McKeesport building code

ordinances.
